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Abstrak

Kajian ini menyelidik tentang sikap bahasa komuniti atas talian yang berbangsa Cina di
Kuching, Sarawak. Variasi-variasi yang dikaji ialah bahasa Mandarin Standard, bahasa
Mandarin basahan, dialek Hokkien, dan dialek Kantonis. Instrumen pengumpulan data
terdiri daripada ujian matched-guise (kaedah tidak langsung) dan soal selidik (kaedah
langsung). Sejumlah 403 responden mengambil bahagian dalam survei kajian ini.
Dapatan berdasarkan ujian matched-guise dengan sokongan daripada maklum balas
responden dalam soal selidik mencadangkan faktor-faktor sosial iaitu kumpulan umur
dan taraf sosioekonomi mempunyai pengaruh ke atas penilaian variasi-variasi. Secara
keseluruhannya, bahasa Mandarin Standard dan dialek Kantonis dinilai ‘tinggi’ dan
‘positif’ secara konsisten dari kedua-dua dimensi status dan kekitaan, sementara dialek
Hokkien dan bahasa Mandarin basahan pula dilaporkan sebagai lebih menyerlah dari
dimensi kekitaan berbanding status.

“I Like It But I’'m Not Proud Of It — A Study On Language Attitude

Abstract

This study was carried out to investigate the language attitudes of the Chinese online
community in Kuching, Sarawak. The varieties studied were Standard Mandarin,
colloquial Mandarin, Hokkien and Cantonese. The instruments used for data collection
consisted of matched-guise test (indirect method) and questionnaire (direct method). A
total of 403 respondents took part in this survey. Results yielded from the matched-guise
tests with supporting evidence from feedback through questionnaires suggest that social
factors, namely age group and socioeconomic status do influence evaluations towards the
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varieties. Generally, Standard Mandarin and Cantonese were rated ‘high’ and ‘positive’
consistently for both the dimensions of status and solidarity, while the ratings for
Hokkien and colloquial Mandarin were more prominent in the solidarity dimension.
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
